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1.  All applications will be reviewed by the Scholarship Committee members to determine if their application is complete.
2.  Any judge that is related to or is associated with an applicant should recuse themselves as a judge and notify the Scholarship Committee Chairman immediately, so a decision can be made to either select an alternate judge or process the application with the scores of the remaining judges.
3. The sponsoring Goodtimer member of the applicant has to have been an active member, attending meetings for at least two years and must be paid up in their dues.
4. Each judge will have a checklist of what is required and follow same.
5. Applications must be submitted NLT March 31 of the current year.  The judges will submit their scores to the scholarship committee NLT May 1 of the current year.  The applicants who are to receive funding will be notified in June and receive their certificate at the July general meeting.
6.  Each applicant will be eligible for funding for a maximum of 4-years.
7. Applicants must be enrolled as a full-time student to be eligible for any funding.
8. Awards will be determined by the funds available and number of qualified applicants, by the scholarship committee annually.
9.  The chairman of the scholarship committee will be the point of contact for all questions/concerns.
